Buccleuch Gardens Park Improvement Proposal – Options 1 and 2

Option 1
Replace the kissing gate with planting to match what is already there, creating an undisturbed grass area directly adjacent to the river where people can sit and relax and have picnics with improved views of the river, which currently doesn’t exist anywhere else on this stretch of the river.  Pedestrians and cyclists would be directed to use the main path with improved sight-lines for pedestrians and cyclists at the junction of the main path.

 This would involve:

· Removing the 'kissing gate' and installing new plants to close the gap to match existing planting

· Planting turf to repair the eroded areas

· Removing some of the lower branches of nearby trees to improve the view of the river

· Directing all pedestrians and cyclists onto the main surfaced path past the toilet

· Removing some of the lower branches of trees on the corner of the main path by the toilets to improve visibility between cyclists and pedestrians as they travel through the Gardens 

Option 2
Installing a hard surface path along the route of the eroded grass, turning this informal path into a formal one and creating a safe accessible route for pedestrians and cyclists.
