.  Eel Pie I sland servicing area -  5  
dedicated service bays to accommodate 
small and large vans delivering 
goods to Eel Pie I sland.  Additional 
un- marked servicing space provided 
to accommodate ref use and other 
larger vehicles w ith suf f icient space f or 
vehicles to manouvre around them (see 
detail below ).

 Limited use of  the embankment f or 
larger vehicles to access W harf  Lane 
-  access w ill be controlled and strictly 
limited to certain hours of  the day,  eg.  
early mornings,  to minimise impact.

 T he provision of  boat storage f acilities 
located against the f lood def ence w all 
has been agreed in principle w ith the 
Environment Agency and is currently 
being developed in more detail.

 T he turning head at the end of  
the service road is suf f icient to 
accommodate small vans -  larger ref use 
vehicles w ill req uire the gates to be 
opened.

 O nly smaller vehicles w ill be allow ed to 
turn lef t into W harf  Lane.  T he amount of  
vehicles using W harf  Lane is ex pected 
to be signif icantly reduced f rom current 
levels due to the removal of  the parking 
on the Embankment.

 T he Council is investigating the 
possibility of  providing unloading bays in 
K ing Street.
